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Abstract

This sample Word document is addressed to the prospective contributing authors of the Nanoelectronics and Photonics Systems Workshop and provides the basic guidelines to help preparing the papers for submission. The papers will be published in the Conference Proceedings exactly as the are received by the Conference Secretariat. In order to ensure a professional appearance and maximum uniformity among all the papers, me kindly ask you to give your best attention to conform with these basic guidelines. They indicate the areas typically available for each part of the paper, from the title to the main text as well as the suggested type and size of the fonts.

1. Introduction

The guidelines for paper submission are an important element to help achieving the professional appearance and quality of presentation that are a tradition of IEEE conferences. With today’s computer-based word processors generally available, they are very easy to follow. It suffices to take due note of the areas that are typically available for each part of the paper as well as the suggested type and size of the fonts. For better visibility, this sample document is fully written with the suggested font to be used through the paper. You may download it from the Web.

2. Margins, Font and Line Spacing

The paper is 4-pages long, and should be written in A4-

sized pages (21.1 cm x 29.7 cm) with the following

margins:

2,5 cm, from the top to the first line in each page;

2 cm, to the left margin of the paper;

2 cm, to the right margin of the paper;

4 cm, from the bottom to the last line of the text.

The Title, Authors’ names and Affiliations should be written in one column format at the top of the first page, whereas the remaining text should be laid out in a 2-columns format. The spacing between columns is l cm, which leaves 8 cm for the width of each column, exactly as formatted in this sample document.   

The suggested font to be used throughout the paper is Times, with varying font sizes according to the relevant portions of the paper to be written. For the title, we suggest Times 20 bold, whereas for the authors’ names and affiliations a smaller Times 12 is suggested. Times 10 is suggested for the main body of the paper, with a simple exception for the section headers where Times 12 bold is advised for greater visibility.

Regarding line spacing, there are two simple rules to take into account. First, we would like to suggest the use of single-line spacing throughout the paper. Second, the separation between sections should be done with a single blank line.

Altogether, we believe these simple formatting guidelines should provide not only an appropriate density to present a good scientific work in the 4 pages that are allocated to each paper in the Conference Proceeding but also adequate text clarity to allow relaxed reading. Next, you will find a little more detail on how to layout the first page of the paper.

3. First Page

Besides the Title and the Authors’ names and affiliations, the first page contains the paper Abstract. This is a rather important element that gives a first quick impression of what your paper is about and which new contributions it is proposing. It should therefore be written with outmost care to convey all the necessary and relevant information in the most clear and concise form. Because of its importance in the overall structure of the paper, the Abstract appears at the top of the first column and should not occupy more than about 15 text lines. We hope you will make a good effort to adhere to this rule.

After the Abstract, we see unfolding the various sections in which the paper is organized. First, the Introduction, where we normally learn about the main motivation and background work relating to your own work as well as the contributions that are being proposed and the form of presenting them. Furthermore, it is also normally here where we find the main body of references to the presented work. These are, of course,

extremely important, and should be carefully selected among the world scientific publications relating to your work. The suggested way of calling a reference in the main body of the text is simply to insert between square brackets a sequential number each time a new reference is indicated. For example, [1], [2], and so forth. The full identity of such references, including authors, title, media where published and specific data of the publication (page numbers, date of publication) can then be found at the very end of the paper. It is very easy (and often occurs) to mix-up page numbers and even dates of publication, which can lead to significant frustration any time an interested reader attempts to track a reference. Please be as careful as you can in order to ensure that the information regarding all the references is both complete and reliable. This is obviously a very important and relevant part of your own work and therefore should not be overlooked.

4. Second Page and Beyond

The subsequent second, third and fourth pages of the paper are laid out in a uniform 2-columns format fully compliant with the margins indicate above: 2 cm on each side, 2.5 cm from the top of the paper to the text first line in the page and 4 cm from the bottom of the paper to the last line in the page. Of course, do not forget to keep on using Times 10 for the text with single-line spacing.

One final recommendation. You do not need to number the pages as this will be done at the time of composing the Proceedings. Nevertheless, if you feel more comfortable with it, please use a light blue pencil and write the number centered at the bottom of the each paper, as close as possible to the paper border.

5. Some Words About Figures
Figures are not always easily inserted in a formatted paper, as they widely vary in size, format and even detail of information. In order to cope with this difficulty, there are two basic strategies normally followed. The simplest is to put them all together at the end of the paper (usually the last page suffices for this) whereas the hardest is to insert them in text as the are mentioned and discussed. This latter form clearly gives a greater consistency between text and figures and makes it easier for the reader to follow both, whereas the former can make it a little more difficult for the reader to follow a figure in the last page while reading a portion of the text in a previous page.

Because of this inherent difficulty we would like you to feel free to place the figures as you feel most appropriate, given their nature and size of the figures as well as their relevance in connection with the written text. Albeit the give freedom for the placement and edition of the figures, we would like to propose one very simple recommendation for uniformity, and which concerns the figures captions. They should be written just below the figure, preferably fully centered with reference to the figure format, and written in a Times 9 font for differentiation from the main text. The figures are of course sequentially numbered and their number should appear in bold, as indicated in the figure herein.

6. A Word About Tables
The guidelines for editing and placing the tables are very simple. Just write them as text and place them as figures. Feel free to use bold face and font sizes (from Times 12 to Times 10) to differentiate the relevant information they contain, as indicated bellow.
